OOUURR  HHIISSTTOORRYY
Our area has been home to local Chippewa (Ojibwa)
people for thousands of years.  They traded with
French and English fur traders for 200 years before
European settlers began arriving in the 1800’s.  Joel
Richardson, one of the early settlers, named the town
Skowhagen after his hometown in Maine.  However,
government survey crews who noticed many turtles
laying eggs on the banks named the lakes in 1862.
When the Chicago and North Western railroad was
built past the lakes, the lumber company requested
supplies to be delivered to Turtle Lake and not the
town of Skowhagen; eventually, the Post Office was
established and designated as Turtle Lake.  We also
hold a significant railway history as we are situated
as the crossroads of the Omaha and Soo Line Rail.
Although, rail no longer exists, the Omaha is a
‘snowmobile trail and the Soo, now Cattail Trail, 
is a multi-use trail.
